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This graphic and the diagram on the following page 
highlight the key urban form and streetscape concepts 
envisioned for Alternative 3.

This alternative would disperse new duplexes, 
triplexes, courtyard, and similar types of 
homes throughout the city on parcels that can 
accommodate new housing. Since new housing 
is more spread out, people might need to travel 
more often by private vehicle or bus to access daily 
goods and services.
